Beyond the Dojo (extending the one shot)
Responses from Participants
· invite students to stop by if they see me at the reference desk

· speak with students when out and about campus – connect!!

· be visible on campus

· marketing library and reference help

· tell them where my office is, give contact information, business card

· encourage students to come back and see you or another librarian at the reference desk 

· tell them you are available for one-on-one or small group appointments/consultation

· follow-up via  email

· stay late for student seeking additional help

· ask faculty for input on the session

· try to be an evaluator of student bibliographies

· offer session outside of class time

· set up multiple session

· work with professor to find out how they did on assignment

· try to get to teach in a lab session instead of lecture (these can be 1 hour 50 minutes instead of 50 minutes)

· split it in two half shots with an assignment in between (esp. for Distance Education students)

· Day for one-on-ones

· Post clarifications or ask faculty to pass along

· Staying late

· Ask professor for permission to come to class after students have finished research paper to discuss their experiences

· Attend the class so students get familiar and comfortable with you to ask questions

· When faculty mention information (an article, etc) send the info to students

· Meet/talk with professor – what worked, where to go next, add a quick review for a portion of another class

· Remember faces/assignments when seen at reference desk

· Get them to come back for guided research session

· Podcasts

· Get students to do some work before they arrive

· Get professors to discuss work after I’ve completed session  - talk about it in next class 

· Return papers with comments

· have class come aback again for a “workshop” session with computers. 

· Clear goals – everyone leaves with x number of sources

· Email follow up to specific students whose searches weren’t successful

· Offer web link, telephone, librarians’ availability and willingness

· Professors’ administer exercises in later class period

· Hard copy tip sheet/handout for students

· Offer to work with professor for next semester

· I’d like to see an online tutorial and quiz requirement using the library, which would apply to all new students, to be completed within their first semester. This would complement the face-to-face instruction sessions.

· CD w/tutorials, handouts

· Post links to online guides, handouts, and databases, etc. that we talk about in class

· Offer office hours

· Continue talking with professors, offer assistance

· Collecting annotated bibliography for assessment
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
