
WPI's project program is a  core component of the  
curriculum.  Library & Information Technology staff 

collaborated to create an online submission and 
repository for required undergraduate  Interactive 

and Major Qualifying Projects (IQP & MQPs) based 

on the success of our Electronic Theses and  
Dissertations project. All undergraduate student 

project reports are required to be submitted online as of August 2007 after a multi -year pilot. The student 
projects have considerable downloads with more than 67,000+ in the past year of the pilot phase which at-

tests to the value of team project reports. Below is the history of the project and  collaboration with stake-

holders campus -wide to create the submission process and repository.  Academic technologists and librarians 
partnered to assist with the documentation, online tutorials, and user education.

Ongoing storage of print projects, increasing use of multimedia & 
other types of digital media was a problem.

tronic Theses & Dissertations system (graduate students have been 
required to submit ETDS since 2003) to accept MQP & IQP projects.
