Notes: 

· The med school requirement about biology is generally "a year-long survey course" but since such a course is not taught at WPI, we generally recommend cell bio, genetics and A&P as the closest approximation. 
· Biochem is required by 13 schools and recommended by many more.  Also, if you see biochem for the first time in med school, it can be a real uphill battle.  Finally, WPI students have noted that there are questions on the MCAT physical science section that they learned here in biochem.
