PE 1117 – Pep Band

Football Season (A and B Terms)

Members are eligible to receive 1/12 of a unit of PE credit for their participation in Pep Band during football season. This is the equivalent of one regular PE class. Credit will be issued in B-term. As the Pep Band welcomes members of all musical abilities, musical talent will not be a factor in grading. Members are expected to attend all rehearsals and performances and to contribute a positive and cooperative attitude. Note that members are encouraged, but not required, to take Pep Band for credit.

Grading will be based purely on attendance, using a point-based system. Members begin the season with 9 points, and will lose points for being late or absent from rehearsals or performances. The grading scheme is as follows:

	Missing a rehearsal, but notifying the officers at least six hours in advance with a valid excuse

	Missing 10 minutes or more of a rehearsal without the approval of the officers. Note that showing up unreasonably late or leaving early on a continued basis may result in losing more points, at the discretion of the officers.

	Missing a performance, unless there is a documented medical or family emergency. (Note that this means missing a performance will result in an automatic NR.)


The only acceptable method for notifying the officers is by filling out the Absence Form on the website. This is to ensure that all of the officers know who will not be at an event.

If an important commitment that conflicts with a performance has been made prior to receipt of the schedule, members may be excused from attending one performance at the discretion of the officers. Under no circumstances, with the exception of a medical or family emergency, will members that miss two or more performances receive credit.
