	Reports of the chairs and officers
1) Presidents Report
Steve Bruemmer thanked the membership for their hard work and patience this past season. Steve acknowledged that the support of the membership helped the association stay strong through its re-organization. 

2) Treasurers Report
Laura Sullivan, Tri-State Administer, submitted the treasurer’s report and balance sheet for the 2000-2001 season. As of May 10, 2001 the current balance is $14,889.16. Future expenses in the following months include administrator’s fee, telephone, web page and office supplies.


3) Ski Education Foundation Report
Dave Rogers submitted a written report on the foundation and its finances. Officers to the Fund are: Don Gulick, Rich Tingle, and Steve McDermott. Dave emphasized that this fund is separate from Tri-State Alpine Ski Racing Association.

4) Competition Chairs
JI-JII Junior Alpine Chair - Paul Putnam

In review of the 2000-2001 season, Paul reported that the JI & JII schedule ran successfully. Conditions were excellent, racers had fun and there were some strong results. 

  JIII & JIV Junior Alpine Chair - Andy Maslow
Andy stated that last year did not run smoothly due to communication problems.  He felt that the new Tri-State web page would be instrumental in restoring the necessary  lines of communication. The championship teams were reported inaccurately due to errors in some race results.  Changes in team selection procedures added to the confusion of how team selection occurred.  Andy stated that posting the results and team selections on the web site would help everyone.

Andy commended Paul Putnam on his success defending Tri-State’s quota spots at the ACC spring meeting.  As a result, all states (VT, NH, NY, ME and TS) will reduce their quotas by 10%.  The top five finishers at the Final Championships will be automatics to the JO’s. This results in the Final Championship ski races becoming qualifying events.

Western MA JIII, JIV Chair- Jack Shea

Jack submitted the Western MA spring meeting minutes to the membership.  The Western MA schedule dropped one race, making the season four races. The 2001-2002-race year will start a week later.  Next year’s schedule will include three giant slalom races (six runs) and two slalom races (four runs). 

Issues that arose during the season included poor communication and notification issues, especially with regard to team selection and championship results. It was agreed to send future championship packets, both in electronic and hard copy form, to coaches and program directors.  Distribution of championship information will be the responsibility of the coaches/program directors.  Information will also be posted on the Tri-State web site in a timely manner.

Connecticut Chair- Jim Okie

Jim reported that the schedule would remain the same as the 2000 – 2001 season. He expressed an interest from the Connecticut membership to have more challenging terrain to train on and or race on, such as the Western MA venues.  It was agreed that this issue was not an issue for the general assemble but more for the Connecticut membership only. 

Alpine Officials Chair- Carl Williams

Carl introduced John Higgins who will be taking over his position next year.  Carl will use this upcoming year to introduce John to the Chairs duties and responsibilities.  Carl wrote an appeals procedure for appeals of future Jury decisions.

	S01-02
	The 2000 - 2001 speed camp at Berkshire East had to be cancelled due to weather. Paul proposed to run this season’s speed camp earlier and to give advanced notice as to the dates.  A tentative date for this camp was discussed for December 17 and 18, 2001.  This will be an introductory level speed camp.  An advance, one day speed training camp is tentatively scheduled for February 7 or 14, 2002.  Paul emphasized that we need to renew our effort to have Super G races and training for Tri-State ski racers. Berkshire East is hoping to have Ted Sutton inspect the hill for non-scored Super-G races.  This would be one example of how to solve our problem with regard to exposing our athletes to more speed events.  The general assembly agreed that the dates before Christmas would appeal to a larger audience of Tri-State ski racers interested in speed training.

The dates noted, would conflict with a speed camp at Whiteface Mt., NY. The NY camp, organized by Dennis Murray, is open to all qualified Tri-State skiers. Paul asked the assembly to revisit this issue at the fall meeting.
